October 13, 6:15 pm - Native American Partnerships

In this presentation led by Rev. Dr. Stephen Graham, we will learn about Native American
partnerships in Oklahoma.

There are 47 tribes in the state of Oklahoma. The Oakerhater Episcopal Center in Watonga,
Oklahoma, is the center of Native American Ministries within the Episcopal Diocese of
Oklahoma. The center is also home to Whirlwind Mission, a Cheyenne and Arapaho

mission.

Each Sunday the mission voices this prayer. "Creator, we give you thanks for all that you are
and all that you bring to us within your creation. In Jesus, you shared the Gospel in the
Center of the Sacred Circle through which all creation is related. You show us the way to live
a generous and compassionate life. Give us your strength to live together with respect and
commitment as we grow in your spirit, for you are God, now and forever. Amen"

In the summer of 2013, the Oakhater Center generously opened their space for a mission
team from Royal Lane. This group worked with the Watonga Indian Baptist Church and the
Canton Native American Baptist Ministry. Over the next 8 years groups from across the
country partnered with these congregations as well as the All Tribes Baptist Church of
Geary, Oklahoma extending the work that began with the team from Royal Lane.
