She was licensed to
preach the gospel on December 19th, 2003. She served
as the Youth and Young Adult Pastor of Central Baptist
Church in Pittsburgh, PA, where her father, Rev. Victor J. Grigsby is the Pastor. She served
as the Youth & Young Adult Pastor until 2010 and on December 5th, 2010, she completed
her catechism and was ordained. She was then appointed as the Associate Pastor of Worship,

where she served 11 different ministries. During this time, Rev. Grigsby received her Bachelor
of Arts degree from California University of Pennsylvania (2007) and Master of Arts degree
from Point Park University (2009).

Very adamant about serving in ministry and climbing the corporate ladder, Rev. Grigsby
accepted a corporate position and moved to St. Louis, Missouri in 2011. She continued to be
involved in ministry and she even branched into entrepreneurship. She began a mentoring
program for girls ages 13-17.
