Theological Seminary (Master of Arts) and the University of 4

Dr. Rawls is a professional opera singer and has travelled to perform in opera houses around
the world. He is a regular member on the roster of the Metropolitan Opera where he has
performed Manrico in Verdi’s I/ Trovatore and Calaf in Puccini’s Turandor. He has been a
frequent guest at the Sydney Opera House, Seattle Opera, Bregenzer Festival (Austria) and the
Royal Opera Litge in Belgium.

Dr. Rawls’ professional career started out as a Minister of Music serving First Baptist Church
of Ada, Oklahoma and Spring Creek Baptist Church of Oklahoma City where he served with

Pastor Steve Graham.
