New COVID Procedures

Starting April 3, 2022, with this guidance and an eye toward caution, the Deacon Board has
approved the following Re-Opening Taskforce recommendations for in-person gatherings:

Mask wearing will be recommended but not mandatory. This recommendation will
apply to all congregational activities including Worship, Choir, Sunday School,
Youth and Children (nursery workers may be an exception)

We will remove the pew physical distance signs in the Sanctuary

In-person, small group meeting may proceed as prior to the pandemic if desired. It
was recognized by the Task Force that some groups will want to continue to meet
remotely in some circumstances

When appropriate, the Nursery can be re-established. Nursery workers will have a
requirement to be fully up to date on vaccination

The Re-Opening Taskforce would recommend continuing;:

Live Stream of all Sunday a.m. services

Registration of all participating in in-person worship to aid in Contact Tracing. We
will continue to use the QR code but this has not been well adhered to for in-person
worship. We recommend returning to use of the blue registration booklets set at the
end of each row with a call to complete them during our regular service.

Continue use of the air purification devices. Consider expanding use of the devices in
small group areas such as in any designated nursery areas and Sunday School rooms
where appropriate.

Guest Organist — Glenn Stroh

Glenn Stroh is an organist, harpsichordist, conductor, and music educator based in Dallas,
Texas. He is currently Organist and Choirmaster at St. Mark's School of Texas, home of one
of the country's preeminent boy choirs. Mr. Stroh has performed across the U.S. and Europe,
including appearances as a solo artist on several historically significant instruments and as
organist for international choir tours. His career as a church musician spans over two decades
serving prominent music programs including Saint Michael and All Angels Episcopal Church
and the Episcopal Church of the Transfiguration in Dallas, the historic Old Stone Church
(First Presbyterian) on Cleveland’s Public Square, and Trinity Episcopal Cathedral of
Cleveland.

A seasoned teacher, choir trainer, and advocate for
music education, he was recognized with the John H.
Murrell Excellence in Teaching Award in 2017, holds
certification in the Koddly method with choral
emphasis through the Organization of American
Koddly Educators, and has been active on music
faculties for Royal School of Church Music (RSCM)
summer training courses. He has also served as Director
of Educational Programs and on the Executive Board
for the Dallas Chapter of the American Guild of
Organists (AGO) and maintains professional affiliation
with the Association of Anglican Musicians (AAM). In
2018, he was named a Lilly Foundation Scholar,
leading to collaborations with church musicians and
clergy as part of the Peer Learning Project in Worship
and Music. Mr. Stroh holds a Bachelor of Music degree
from Trinity University in San Antonio, a Master of
Music in Historical Keyboards from the Oberlin Conservatory, Ohio, and was the recipient
of a Fulbright Fellowship in 2009-2010 based at the Hochschule fiir Musik Franz Liszt in

Weimar, Germany.
