Reann is a Certified Educator with ACPE: The Standard
for Spiritual Care and Education. In this role she provides
clinical pastoral education (CPE) training in the local
hospital setting, which prepares participants for various
ministries including hospital chaplaincy, congregational
settings, volunteer ministries, and pastoral counseling.

Prior to CPE and Certified Educator Training, Reann
completed her seminary training at Golden Gate Baptist
Theological Seminary in 2010 and lived in California and
B Colorado, where she co-pastored local churches. Originally
from Durant, Oklahoma, Reann considers living in Dallas to be a return to her roots. She was
ordained at Royal Lane in 2019 and is endorsed by the Alliance of Baptists.

The Scripture this morning is Jeremiah 18:1-11, which may be found on page 629
of the Old Testament of the pew Bible or as an insert in your order of worship.

The word that came to Jeremiah from the Lorp: “*Come, go down to
the potter’s house, and there I will let you hear my words.” 3So I went
down to the potter’s house, and there he was working at his

wheel. “The vessel he was making of clay was spoiled in the potter’s
hand, and he reworked it into another vessel, as seemed good to

him. °Then the word of the LOrRD came to me: °Can I not do with you,
O house of Israel, just as this potter has done? says the LorD. Just like
the clay in the potter’s hand, so are you in my hand, O house of
Israel. 'At one moment I may declare concerning a nation or a
kingdom, that I will pluck up and break down and destroy it, ébut if
that nation, concerning which I have spoken, turns from its evil, I will
change my mind about the disaster that I intended to bring on it. °And
at another moment I may declare concerning a nation or a kingdom
that I will build and plant it, 1°but if it does evil in my sight, not
listening to my voice, then I will change my mind about the good that
I had intended to do to it.

INow, therefore, say to the people of Judah and the inhabitants of
Jerusalem: Thus says the LorD: Look, I am a potter shaping evil
against you and devising a plan against you. Turn now, all of you from
your evil way, and amend your ways and your doings.
